Can you generate ideas about a potential topic and identify those most appropriate for the purpose?


Can you identify and order main ideas and supporting details and group them into units that could be used to develop a


structured, multi-paragraph piece of writing, using a variety of strategies (e.g., making outlines, writing notes, filling in a ranking grid) and organizational patterns (e.g., order of importance)?


Can you proofread and correct your writing using guidelines developed with peers and the teacher (e.g., an editing checklist specific to the writing task)?





Reading Success Criteria:


Can you identify the point of view presented in text and speech? 


Can you describe why you agree with a point of view, in whole or in part; and suggest some other possible perspectives? (e.g., ask questions to identify any biases that are stated or implied in the view presented)





Media Success Criteria:


Can you identify an appropriate form of media to suit the specific purpose and audience for a media text you plan to create, and explain why it is an appropriate choice (e.g., a mock television, radio, or newspaper announcement to inform students about a school-related issue) Teacher prompt: “Which form do you think would be most likely to help you reach your audience? Why?”
